11:00 am – Kindergarten Children go directly to their classroom (Room 
#11). Children (Grade 1 to Grade 5) participate in first 10 minutes of 
worship service upstairs. 
11:10 am – Sunday School Teachers take children downstairs to their 
respective classrooms. 
12:10 pm – Sunday School concludes – Children K to Grade 5 taken to 
Large Vestry for dismissal and sign-out by parent/guardian.
